The Mayor offered Council’s condolences and support to staff member Sharon Murphy and her family on the recent passing of their mother, Jean Murphy.  Staff is asked to ensure that appropriate gestures of sympathy are offered. 

AWARD OF CERTIFICATES

Two staff members, Daniel Walsh and Keith Brennan attended water quality courses in Gander during the fall.  Mayor Hogan commended staff for taking this training and noted that the Town is proactive in ensuring the capability of staff through training. Both Mr. Brennan and Mr. Walsh were awarded their Class I Water Treatment certificates.

BUSINESS ARISING

Targa

Councillor Kevin Power asked for an update on the meeting with Targa representatives.  Councillor Loder explained that Targa was advised that Council has lost its appetite for this event and it appears the community has as well.  If Targa wishes to continue in Placentia, they must address the problems and concerns that were tabled.

Training Programs – Vale Inco

Deputy Mayor Greene asked if management had met with representatives of the College of the North Atlantic.  This matter was deferred to the Town Manager’s report.

Mr. O’Keefe was asked to report on the action items; two of the first items on his list (Long Harbour Road Paving and Dunville Flooding) had been dealt with by the Executive Committee; therefore Mayor Hogan tabled and discussed the briefing note relative to the meeting.

BRIEFING NOTE – MEETING WITH MINISTER TREVOR TAYLOR 12.15.08
Dunville Flooding
The Mayor informed Council that Mr. Cluney Mercer is no longer ADM of the Dept. of Transportation Works Services. He has assumed the same role with Municipal Affairs.  
It is the Department of Transportation’s position that they are accountable only for water within their road reserve, once outside they are not liable for any problems.  The Minister offered to have an engineer take a look at the concerns but would not commit to doing a study or costing.  He suggested that this is a matter for Municipal Affairs that they could possibly fund.

Long Harbour Road and Access Road – Paving

Government is prepared to pave only one entrance to Long Harbour – either the one from the TCH or from the Argentia Access Road (Route 100).  Following discussion on this topic Council agreed to remind the Minister that entry from Route 100 would provide access to services in Placentia for the communities of Fox Harbour, Ship Harbour and Long Harbour and that traffic from the TCH could use this access as well.    
It has been rumored that Inco is lobbying for the TCH access to be done first; if this is the case, they are not serving the Municipality of Placentia well. Mayor Hogan cautioned that this may not be the case and now that Mr. Stevens (Vale Inco) has returned from his trip he will set up a meeting to discuss this as well as the proposed grant and regular items of concern to the Town.  Council noted that people from Placentia will be employed in Long Harbour, Argentia will be the lay down site for materials and if Inco needs something from out of the area; it will not delay delivery by going through the Argentia Access entrance.
Staff will reach out to the AMA, the Argentia Area Chamber of Commerce, local contractors and any other stakeholders to lobby MHA Collins to do the Argentia Access to Long Harbour Road first.    Mayor Hogan asked staff to send correspondence to the Minister and the MHA to address the Town’s position immediately.

ACTION REPORT

· College of the North Atlantic Meeting – A meeting will be arranged in the near future

Dunville Flooding
With reference to the Dunville flooding issue that was discussed in the earlier briefing note, Mr. O’Keefe pointed out that he discussed this topic with the Minister of Municipal Affairs who was more sympathetic to residential flooding problems.  She and her staff will examine the situation further; however no other commitments were made.
Court House
Regarding the Court House issue, this is an historical heritage structure in existence since the NL was a colony.  The current administrative person, Glenys Walters is retiring at the end of this month and there are no plans to replace her.  This is another service being removed from the area and Council contends that the Federal and Provincial governments are the worst perpetrators of moving necessary services from rural Newfoundland which has to stop. Policing Services are suffering, and the close of the court house will cut off legal services.  
CNA Meeting
Mr. O’Keefe advised that contact has been made with the College of the North Atlantic and it is hoped that a meeting will be scheduled in the near future.  Mayor Hogan will be contacting the President, Jean Madill to ensure her staff from St. John’s is available for a meeting.   Local staff member (Florence Power) has asked to meet with the CAO; staff will set up the meeting.
Mayor Hogan stressed that these people are the experts and they have to determine the market and arrange courses necessary to meet the demands of the new development in Long Harbour.   The Deputy Mayor agreed that these courses should now be ongoing in order to be ready.
NEW BUSINESS
Variance Application – Laval High School
PHB Group had applied for a setback variance for the new Laval High School.  This variance has been advertised and posted without any feedback from the public.

This report has been prepared by AMEC for Council.  It is a source of good information and data.  Staff has been asked to review the report and reach out to funding agencies such as ACOA and INTRD for funding to gather further information and embellish the report.

Vale Inco Meeting – December 9, 2008
In the briefing notes on the Vale Inco meeting, the Executive Committee dealt with the topic of a proposed 1,000 person camp.  Mayor Hogan’s information is that this camp will house a dining facility/lounge and tavern.  This would be contrary to local business and should be a topic of discussion for the local Chamber of Commerce; Councillor Power will ensure it is tabled at the next Chamber meeting.
Also, Argentia has been identified as a material lay-down site and there is indication that some contract staff may also work out of the former demo plant site.

Long Harbour Meeting – December 16, 2008

This meeting was attended by Mayor Hogan, CAO Ed O’Keefe, Mayor Gary Keating and Town Clerk Marie Pretty of Long Harbour.  It was deemed a good meeting resulting in a commitment from Mayor Keating to support Placentia’s initiatives with regard to the Northeast River Development.  

It was concluded from the meeting that with the new tax regime for Long Harbour and Placentia the original agreement may be reviewed, hence ceasing the exchange of monies for the time being.  It is possible that at the end of the day there may be a difference between the revenues of the two towns and Long Harbour could have to remit 10% of the difference between the two under the present agreement.
EXECUTIVE MEETING - JANUARY 9, 2009
Minutes of the Executive Meeting were distributed prior to the meeting.
Regarding implementation of the recommendations from the Tourism Strategy prepared by Dennis Knight & Associates, Mayor Hogan advised that a representative of Destination St. John’s will be meeting staff later in the week.

HERITAGE & TOURISM COMMITTEE REPORT

(Councillor Loder, Chair; Deputy Mayor Greene, Councillor Wayne Power and H&T Director Margie Hatfield)
There was no meeting of the Heritage & Tourism Committee however an inter-office memo updating activities had been distributed prior to the meeting.

Councillor Loder advised Council that plans are being developed to have an official opening of the cultural arts centre on May 31st, 2009; the repertoire of performers will likely include Paul Rowe as emcee and the Breakwater Boys as performers.  Mayor Hogan elaborated that staff has been reaching out to local resident and non-resident artists to generate a talent bank for permanent operations as well as for the opening.   Ms. Power is meeting with Ms. St. Croix of Destination St. John’s as well.    The Town also has a commitment from Angela Antle to do a live taping of the Weekend Arts Magazine here.
Deputy Mayor Greene cautioned that infrastructure upgrades be considered when finalizing the date so that construction will not interfere with the opening ceremonies.
PARKS & RECREATION COMMITTEE REPORT
(Councillor Wayne Power, Chair; Councillor Loder, Deputy Mayor Greene, and H&T Director Margie Hatfield)
Councillor Power had distributed a briefing note at the meeting; Mayor Hogan asked that future reports be distributed through the CAO’s office prior to meeting day.

COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE REPORT

The Committee of the Whole met on December 16th following which briefing notes were distributed.  Councillor Collins asked that the words “and that public should be informed about placements” be stricken from the last line of paragraph three on page two. 
Eastern Health - Child Youth and Family Services (CYFS)
Two sessions were held, one with representatives Juanita Elmore Higdon and Susan MacLeod  from the Child Youth and Family Services Division of Eastern Health who presented a very informative synopsis of the agency’s mandate.  An overview of the agency’s composition and organization was given along with the services provided and challenges that are faced on a daily basis.

Caregivers Inc.

Ms. Anne Whelan of Caregivers Inc. presented a similar summation of this company and addressed the issue of providing shelter to children with complex needs, i.e. children that pose a potential legal problem (vandalism, drugs, violence) in the community.  Discussion was held on this matter and it was agreed to avoid such situations that could cause angst in the Town’s residential neighborhoods.  The Committee withdrew a recommendation made at the committee level based on Council discussion and clarification of the subject.
Land Sales – Town Owned Properties

Councillor Woodman asked that the Public Works Committee be assigned the task of reviewing the list of Town owned property with a view to valuing and offering it for sale.
ARGENTIA MANAGEMENT AUTHORITY – COMMITTEE REPORT
Mr. O’Keefe advised that there has been no meeting of the AMA since Council last convened.

He did report that the AMA has received approval of their application for funding of $300,000 to do a pre-feasibility study regarding the proposed Transportal project.  This will be cost shared 50/50 with the Province.  Mayor Hogan noted that Premier Williams has expressed an interest in this development.
CORRESPONDENCE
Community of Fox Harbour – Road Extension
A letter from the Community of Fox Harbour soliciting Council’s endorsement of their plans to construct a road linking the communities of Fox Harbour, Ship Harbour and Long Harbour was discussed.  
At the suggestion of Council, the Town Manager will send correspondence in reply outlining the Town’s position that Council will support the request provided it does not take priority over current plans to restructure the Long Harbour Road.

Marine Atlantic Committee
Mayor Hogan had asked that Deputy Mayor Greene represent the Town of Marine Atlantic Committee continuing this work from presentations he had made at the 2008 convention.  It has since been clarified that the Urban Municipalities Committee has been suggested as a venue for this committee but the Town of Placentia feels that the issue may get lost if it is combined with other business of the UMC.  Councilor Woodman will represent the Town on this committee and make the Town’s position known in this regard at the next UMC meeting in February.
OTHER BUSINESS OF COUNCILLORS

College of the North Atlantic – Care of Property

Councillor K. Power pointed out that CNA does not maintain its property in Placentia as well as it does in other communities.  Staff will check the Town’s regulations to see if they can be directed to effect landscaping improvements.  Mayor Hogan will also address the issue with the President of the College, Jean Madill.
