Mayor Hogan called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.
OFFER OF SYMPATHY – THE LATE MAURICE MURRAY
Mayor Hogan offered Council’s sympathy to the family of the late Maurice Murray who passed away February 15th.  The Mayor recognized Mr. Murray’s contribution as Fire Chief of the Placentia Volunteer Fire Department and his employment with the U.S. Navy Fire Department as well as his association as a personal employee of Mr. Hogan’s.  Mr. Murray is recognized as an icon in Placentia. The Mayor asked condolences be sent on behalf of Council.
CONGRATULATIONS ON AWARD
Mayor Hogan acknowledged the accomplishment of James O’Keefe in placing first in the senior high school division of Heritage Foundation NL’s 2009 Heritage Day Poster Contest.   Mr. O’Keefe is the son of Peter and town employee Anita O’Keefe.  Congratulations will be sent commending James on doing his part to keep cultural heritage alive.

MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD JANUARY 20, 2009

BUSINESS ARISING

College of the North Atlantic 
Councillor K. Power asked if correspondence has been sent to the College regarding the property paving.  Mr. O’Keefe advised that it has and Mr. Clarke, Principal has advised that his supervisor called him and they agree that this work should have been done long ago.  They will use the Town’s request as leverage to get the work done.

Laval High School

Deputy Mayor Greene asked if the tenders have been let for the construction of the new high school.  Mayor Hogan advised that his information is that the deadline is February 27th.  The Mayor expanded that in 2005 the Town was assured by government representatives and Dr. Darrin King that Laval was the priority after Mobile’s school was completed.  Since then two more have been designed and/or awarded and Laval is still not tendered. 

Long Harbour Road – Route 101 Paving

Councillor Wayne Power asked if there is any support from the community on the paving of Route 101 – Access to Long Harbour Road.  Mr. O’Keefe advised the MHA that INCO is in favour of Route 101 to Long Harbour being paved before the access from the TCH.  The MHA confirmed this with Vale Inco and then met with the Minister to discuss the matter.  Mr. O’Keefe was left with the impression that government is still undecided and was told that Vale Inco will be meeting with Minister Taylor later this week and will reconfirm their preference.  It is hoped that with the announcement of government monies today, the MHA will have final say in how money will be spent in his district.
In addition to this, the Town has written local contractors/businesses asking them to write the Minister and the MHA in support of paving Route 101 first.  Councillor Collins asked that a similar letter be sent to Eastern Health as well.

The MHA has confirmed that work on the Argentia Access Road will be done this spring.

Work Site Camp – Long Harbour 

The Deputy Mayor noted that reference was made to the construction of a 1000 person camp at the Vale Inco site in Long Harbour.  He corrected that 250 units will be built, if more are necessary then another 250 will be built and so on.   Mayor Hogan explained that the tender reads construction of an initial 250 units ramping up to 1,000 to be completed by February 2010.
ACTION REPORT

The Town Manager, Ed O’Keefe gave the following action report:

· Court House – the Executive Committee met with officials from the Dept. of Justice; briefing notes on the meeting were circulated to Council.  The Court House office will be open one day a month and be monitored over the next year.
· Long Harbour Road – as previously discussed, government is being lobbied to pave Route 101 before it does the TCH access road.
· Policy Manual – a review meeting will be scheduled in the next month or so

· PWGSC – the Executive Committee met with officials from Public Works & Government Services Canada; briefing notes on the meeting were circulated to Council.

· College of the North Atlantic – the Executive Committee met with officials from CNA; briefing notes on the meeting were circulated to Council.

· Bridge Study – government has been written outlining Council’s position on this topic.  The MHA will be briefing the Town on new developments in the next couple of days.

· Northeast River Development – the study “Data Resource Material for Development of the Northeast River” has been sent to ACOA for review.
· Vale Inco Work Camp – the matter of dining/lounge facilities at the work camp was discussed with Vale Inco; they are still weighing the pros and cons of doing this.

· Blivet System – The town met with suppliers, the engineer and the Dept. of Environment – the system is not yet working as it should be but it is hoped that with adjustments during the trial period the desired results will be reached.  The CAO noted that delays are setting the schedule for the Dunville project behind.
· Town Owned Property Sales – Is progressing, more action will be taken when weather clears.

· Community of Fox Harbour – a letter has been written to support the proposed work on the Ship Hr. road extension,  however the Town’s priority is to have Route 101 done first.

· Boardwalk – the town will discuss partnerships to develop the trail to the other side of Castle Hill
Councillor Collins noted that the Parks Canada trail needs repair; the CAO will write them              on this.

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE REPORT
(Mayor William P. Hogan, Chair; Deputy Mayor Dan Greene and CAO Ed O’Keefe)

The Executive Committee reported on the following meetings held since the previous session of Council.
Meeting with College of the North Atlantic – February 29, 2009

Training – Vale Inco  -  One of the topics discussed during this meeting was training as it relates to Vale Inco.  The Committee suggested that the College work closely with Vale Inco.  The Town will continue to lobby for local training to be done by Vale Inco wherever possible.
Scaffolding Course -  Although the college would like to put off another scaffolding course, there is strong resistance from the Carpenter’s Union who say they will not recognize the training or accept the trainees into their national union.  Students are trained at two other campuses of the College in Carbonear and Burin.  

The Town will lobby on behalf of the Placentia Campus to be permitted to do this training locally.

Parking Lot Paving  -  The Town sent the college a letter advising they are in contravention of our regulations and requesting their parking lot be upgraded and paved. As previously mentioned, the College is looking into completing this work.
Training Package  -  Ms. Power presented Mr. O’Keefe with a package on contract training for the Town’s information.  

Budget Increase  -  The College has gotten an increase in their budget and will be investing in their machine shop and heavy equipment operator site.
Meeting with Public Works & Government Services Canada  – February 5, 2009
There were discussions on several topics of interest to the Town during this meeting.  These discussions are detailed in the briefing notes distributed prior to the meeting.
Gull Pond  -  Mayor Hogan explained that Gull Pond backs up the water supply in Larkin’s Pond.  PWGSC plugged the line at Gull Pond some years ago without the Town’s knowledge and was to have monitored and report on the water supply. The Town requested that the testing be completed and the line unplugged for the Town’s use.   PWGSC did not commit to anything at the meeting other than to check their records and provide the Town with a water testing report.  The CAO will follow up.

Local Hiring
During the meeting the Mayor informed PWGSC that the Town does not agree with awarding work to companies outside the area when there are local contractors who can do the job.  He asked that every consideration be give to local hiring in future.

Future Projects

PWGSC outlined their remediation plans for the coming year and informed the Executive Committee that there is just under $2 million left in their budget.  They do not have any plans to do pavement in Argentia nor do they plan to remove the Clarke’s Pond pump house which was to be removed when the new pump house was built some years ago. Apparently there was some indication that the building would be a good storage area, therefore it was not dismantled.  In 2007 the Town was given the option to keep the pump house or remove it; it was assessed and the Town told the AMA that it wanted the structure removed.    Mayor Hogan suggested that the AMA should remove it if that is the case.
Freshwater Landfill Site

PWGSC advised that they are finished their monitoring of the site and a final report has been prepared.  The issue of the ownership of the landfill site was discussed; PWGSC will check on this and send a copy of the close out report to the Town.
The CAO will contact PWGSC for this information.

Legacy Project

Ms. Hatfield advised that some time ago a report was done by Wayne Young following public consultation on a legacy project.  A site plan is being prepared for improvements in the gun bunker area.   
Meeting with Minister of Justice re Placentia Court House February 9, 2009

The Executive Committee did not receive much encouragement from their meeting with the Department of Justice.  The Minister indicated that Judges decide where they will hold court and with regard to the building, his department is not responsible for property.  Mayor Hogan suggested that if services are provided by a circuit judge, there is no reason why they couldn’t hold court here.  

During the meeting, the Deputy Mayor asked for statistics concerning court sessions, the CAO will follow up on this request.  

Meeting with Vale Inco February 12, 2009

Northeast River Development  -  It appears that Vale Inco is more supportive of investing in this project now and will do more work than they originally intended – possibly millions of dollars will be spent on the river from Colinet Road to Placentia Junction.  The company will be developing suggestions on how to proceed with the project.

Carpenters’ Union  -  It is agreed that unions have to meet qualifications of the employer for the Long Harbour project;  most local carpenters are already traveling with the union.

Vale Inco will be putting a marshalling yard and limited offices in Argentia to deal with fabrication during the construction phase.  Metal World and Barnes are already in Argentia and are poised to work there if they are successful bidders.
Executive Committee Meeting – February 13, 2009

Vale Inco Tax Agreement -  Mayor Hogan reported that he is getting the sense that Vale Inco grant-in-lieu of taxes will not be as generous as anticipated. 

CUPE -  The Town is anticipating receipt of a union proposal in the near future; this will be reviewed by the Executive Committee for discussion with Council.

Northeast Arm Recreation Camps -  The CAO will contact MP Andrews for assistance in settling ownership of the Northeast Arm Recreation Camps.
Placentia Bay Heritage Centre -  Mayor Hogan briefed Council on the proposed activity for the new arts centre during May culminating with the official opening on May 31, 2009.  The Executive Committee is recommending a budget of $15,000 for functions during the month.

There were no further problems reported; routine patrols are being made throughout the community on a regular basis with emphasis placed on problem areas.

AMA REPORT
The Chief Administrative Officer gave the following report from the AMA meeting held on February 9th.

Darrell Clarke, Administrator from the local college gave a presentation on the courses that are currently available at the college and on possible future courses.  A copy of the presentation is attached to this briefing note.

AMA Board of Directors 
There are five Board of Director positions that expire on April 30th, 2009.  The advertisement for new directors will be issued shortly.

Isaac Building - Proposed Lease
The AMA has received two proposals for use of the Isaac building; both of which are from local businesses.   Staff is trying to identify a way to accommodate both proposals.

Tuff Hutt
There are no new developments or information to report on the Tuff Hutt proposal.

Wind Project
Due to the downturn in the economy and the lack of demand for power, the Wind Project has been put on hold for the time being.

Metal World
Metal World is poised for the Long Harbour development start and is quite confident they will acquire projects for their Argentia operations.

Lotech
The Lotech building project is still awaiting approval of ACOA funding.  There has been a fair amount of clean up already done in this building which makes it  easier to view and more appealing for prospective users.

TANGA
This is the proposed automotive company considering set up in Argentia. The company has received funding from ACOA and along with their own funding and a contribution from the AMA, they are doing a feasibility study and business plan update.   They are proposing to manufacture car kits of replicas of the Lamborghini.
The AMA has put their own marketing application to ACOA on hold based on the number of applications already into the agency . ACOA is asking for priority project(s) and the new warehouse for Harvey’s is top priority at this time.

PWGSC
The AMA has met with Glen Hynes and Cathy Knight from PWGSC to discuss a number of items of concern.  PWGSC  will provide the  AMA with a written  recommendation on their request(s).  If the recommendations are not favorable the AMA will use a transfer agreement clause to go to a three-body party to review  claims.  If favorable results still are not reached, the AMA will have to make decisions on the next step.  The items in dispute are:
· Shag Pond, 

· dredging of the harbour, 

· north side infrastructure,

· removal of the old pump house at Clarke’s Pond; and 

· Argentia pavement.
CCG Project
The Canadian Coast Guard MOU has been reviewed by the Coast Guard and is being returned for signing.  Once signed, tenders will be let for approximately $500,000 worth of upgrades to the wharf facility including electrical upgrade and additional bollards installation.

Transportal
The Transportal feasibility study funding is awaiting written approval.  Once it is  received tenders will be issued; the expected completion date is anticipated to be the end of June 

Port Warehouse
The Province appears to be treating the Port Warehouse project as a commercial one and therefore is not taking part in the proposed funding.  There is concern that due to the Province’s position, ACOA may follow suit and not offer financial support.  This could mean that the proponent would not be able to proceed with the project on their own.

ARISING FROM CORRESPONDENCE
