Sampling is still being done and the system is being monitored but the reports, although close, are still not meeting the code.  The output is much better than the product going in, but has yet to meet with the Department of Environment’s approval.

Lake’s Road Progress

Councillor Woodman asked for an update on Lake’s Road repairs and was advised that test holes are being dug and surveying is progressing. April 29th Meeting with Eastlink

Mayor Hogan and Ed O’Keefe met with Messrs. Taylor and Jenkins of Eastlink to outline the position that in general Eastlink’s service is less than adequate as indicated by residential complaints.  

There were discussions on the elimination of Channel 10 as the community station.  Information usually displayed on this channel will now be aired on Channel 6 and a more formal request will have to be sent to have an ad placed on the channel.  Channel 10 reception is very poor and sound is garbled; it is hoped that with the pending changes this will be fixed.
Councillor Loder reported that the Placentia Lions Club has also met with Eastlink. They realize that while there will be a loss of constant roll over information, there will be a much larger audience which means more exposure for things going on in the area including events at the Arts Centre.   Ads can still be recorded at the Bay TV centre and forwarded to Channel 6.

April 29th Meeting with Smart Bay

Representatives from the Marine Institute asked to meet with the Mayor regarding their Smart Bay project.  In the Mayor’s absence, they met with the CAO and offered a slide show presentation on their activities in Placentia Bay.  They deal in safety and security at sea and their research was originally sponsored by the Federal government; this funding is no longer available.  Mayor Hogan recognizes this group as being an integral part of safety planning for the Bay.

Councillor Collins noted the increase in the number of moose accidents and cautioned drivers to be on the alert.
