In anticipation of Hurricane Bill the Town’s Emergency Operations Centre was activated on Sunday August 23rd.    The Mayor explained his reluctance to call a state of emergency in fear that the move would cause a setback for any of the residents. He further asks that Council confirm that all firefighters in our municipality meet these minimum standards by way of a Minute of Council.  This matter has been discussed with our Fire Chief who has confirmed that all firefighters are compliant.

Fiscal Summary

A financial update dated August 14, 2009 indicates a bank balance of $727,889.70; Current Receivables of $328,085.97; Arrears Receivables of $184,543.37 and Municipal Operating Grant receivable of $122,051.00.  Year-to-date Collections are $2,273,924.08 (90%) and Expenditures are 2,194,115.70.

The CAO has asked staff to prepare a cash flow for the remainder of the year.  

Unity PARC Signage

The Finance Committee had reservations about approving signage without seeing a schematic of same.  The Heritage & Tourism Director explained that the lettering for the sign will be the same as the signage used on other town owned buildings.  

Councillor K. Power asked if the sign will be illuminated; Ms. Hatfield explained that when lights are shone on it, it will be lighted but it will not be lit with ballast and lights.  There was also some issue with whether or not the sign should be at the street entrance.  This matter was discussed at length.
Ms. Hatfield explained that what the Parks and Recreation Committee wants at this time is a building sign; a secondary sign on the road would be a directional sign.  The Finance Committee approved the installation of a building sign as planned by the Parks and Recreation Committee.
UMC Meeting - MNL Request for Financial Support

MNL had requested province wide support for funds to cost share a study on the fiscal reform for municipalities. Councillor Woodman attended the UMC meeting this past weekend and it was decided by the membership that this approach would be shelved for now.  Mayor Hogan stated that this should probably be an initiative for the Province however Councillor Power suggested MNL may want an independent study done for their purposes.
UMC Meeting – Municipal Assessment Increases
Councillor Woodman told council that Shawn Martin of the Municipal Assessment Agency had presented a report showing increase percentages but it was so out of whack the UMC members gave it back to him.  The figures ranged from 6.5% to 101%.

PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE REPORT

Margaret Comeau had applied for a fence permit which was deferred pending receipt of more information.  The committee is concerned that this is a corner lot and they want to be certain of stop sign visibility.

Freshwater Bridge Situation

Council has in the past been of the opinion that the bridge providing access to Anne Marie Coombs’ property is not a municipal problem.  Mr. Smith advised that the bridge was originally constructed by the Town of Freshwater.  Council believes this puts some responsibility on the Town to ensure it is safe.  The Public Works Department had considered purchasing land to construct a walkway to the property eliminating costs altogether.  
Mayor Hogan asked for a firm recommendation to correct this matter; the CAO will explore alternatives and provide costing estimates for the next meeting.
Councillor Wayne Power asked if there has been any response to the letter sent to the residents that live near the other bridge in Freshwater that needs repairs.    There has been no response to the request to repair or remove it.  Staff will follow up on this matter. 

HERITAGE & TOURISM COMMITTEE REPORT

(Councillor Dale Loder, Chair; Deputy Mayor Dan Greene, Councillor Wayne Power and Heritage & Tourism Director, Margie Hatfield)

There was a brief report from the Chair of the Heritage and Tourism Committee.

Convent

The Deputy Mayor noted that a convent in Ireland is being maintained with funds realized from a research project under the authority of an American University.  This may be an avenue for the Town to get funding for restoration of the local convent.  The Deputy will get more information on this project.
Arts Centre

The installation of a story board in the Town Square to promote the arts centre as well as information stands for each end of the boardwalk was tabled and will be discussed further.

Court House

The Heritage and Tourism Committee is considering the preservation of this building as a heritage structure and is discussing same with the Placentia Area Historical Society.  There is concern that if the building is vacated, its future will be in jeopardy.
PARKS & RECREATION COMMITTEE REPORT

Councillor Wayne Power, Chair; Deputy Mayor Dan Greene, Councillor Dale Loder and Heritage & Tourism Director Margie Hatfield)
The Parks and Recreation Committee considered signage for the PARC arena which was discussed earlier in the Finance Committee section of these minutes.
P4 Playground
Mayor Hogan excused himself from the meeting during playground discussions.
The committee recommends that the P4 Playground equipment remain in place and that it only be removed as it becomes unsafe.    Councillor Collins noted concern with broken beer bottles and debris in the area; the Recreation Director has been noted as confirming that this remains a problem.  Councillor Loder suggested that the equipment remain at the P4 noting that there isn’t enough old stuff to move anywhere else.  The Deputy Mayor pointed out that there is only a couple of months left in this season and it would be prudent to leave the equipment where it is for this year. 
The Committee agreed to revisit the matter in the spring.

Placentia Playground

Councillor Collins asked that staff correct the problem of water building up on the slide in the Placentia Playground by lowering the legs or drilling holes.  The Public Works Department will look at this.

· installation of double locking system

· inclusion of hot tubs as well as above ground, in ground and inflatable pools

· consideration of taxing for excess water use (draining for cleaning purposes and then refilling), suggested the possibility of water meters 

· disclaimer of Town’s responsibility 

The Committee advised that the above suggestions are extending beyond the intention to develop safety regulations or are extending beyond the intention to fence fixed pools.  Councillor Power advised that he could support the circulated suggestions but will not consider including hot tubs, inflatable pools, taxing water, etc. as part of the regulations.

Councillor Loder interjected that some time ago he brought up the matter of mandatory bicycle helmets which was not followed through because the Town does not have the manpower to enforce such rules.  This is the same for swimming pool regulations.  It was suggested that the Town follow the National Code. Councillor Kevin Power agreed that the rules and regulations drafted by Margie Hatfield are sufficient together with the National Code.

Councillor Collins will review this matter further with the Heritage Tourism Director for discussion at the next Council meeting and will include a firm definition of swimming pool.  
Staff was asked to advise Ms. Patricia Power that the regulations are being reviewed.

Incident Reporting

Councillor Collins pointed out the absence of incident reports in the event of vandalism, accidents, vehicle damage, animal control, etc.  She request that Council be properly informed of any and all incidents through a proper reporting system.

The CAO reported that the responsibility for reports lays with the department head who in turn must report it to the CAO who in turn will distribute same to Council.

NL Housing – Dilapidated Properties

Management was asked to contact NL Housing Corporation to repair their dilapidated properties in Burnt Woods.  Councillor Wayne Power noted similar problems with their units in Freshwater.    NL Housing will be written asking them to upgrade/maintain all their properties in Placentia so that all units meet the Town’s regulations.
Retribution for Damages at Ball Field

The Town had received correspondence from one of the youth responsible for damages at Placentia ball field wherein he offered to make amends for his actions.   The youth’s name will be stricken from the Committee of the Whole minutes and the matter will be left to the Courts to deal with.

Workshop on Women in Trades

Councillor Collins reported that she attended a seminar on the upcoming shortage of women in trades.  A copy of information will be circulated for Council’s information.

Heavy Truck Traffic

Councillor Power asked what action had been taken regarding the complaint of heavy truck traffic in Ferndale.  The RCMP were asked to enforce the traffic regulation that heavy equipment not use this road and they asked which municipal regulation addresses this rule.  The CAO noted that this is a provincial regulation.  
Mayor Hogan noted the recent break of a water line in the area and he was advised by residents that local contractors use the road and commented that there must be some restriction under the Act to deter this use.
CONCERNS OF COUNCILLORS

With the municipal election fast approaching, Councillor Kevin Power said that he has enjoyed working with everyone for the past four years noting that it is a most functional Council.  He extended best wishes and good luck to his co-councillors in the upcoming election.
Councillor Collins noted that all cadets have returned to their home towns following a most successful and enjoyable trip.  

Councillor Woodman, Councillor Collins, Councillor Loder, Councillor Wayne Power and Deputy Mayor Greene all echoed the foregoing comments regarding their associates on Council and recognized staff for their cooperation and dedication as well.  Councillor Woodman noted that he has served on Council for 16 years now, 12 of which have been in Placentia.    Councillor Wayne Power thanked his co-councillors for helping him orient to the working of Council mid stream after the bi-election.
Mayor Hogan commented that this is 7th term Chairing Council and expressed his opinion that this is the most productive, functional and organized one of them all.  He thanked Council for their cooperation and support in following policies and procedures and allowing administration to conduct day-to-day business.  The Mayor also thanked staff for their support which helped Council function well.  

Mayor Hogan announced his intention to seek re-election on September 29th and will endorse any member of the present Council who wishes to do the same in order to complete their intended tasks of improving the Town Square infrastructure and realizing a one-source water supply for the Town.

In closing the Mayor offered best wishes and good health to Council, staff and their families.
